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Pots 'n' Pedals Festival
May 10, 2008

Main Street Sterling's Annual Pots 'n’' Pedals Festival is set for
May 10 this year.

Included in this year's festival are the Pedal to the Metal Car
Show, city-wide garage sale, pedal-tractor pull for

kids, Benton's Greenhouse flower sales, live music, a historic
walking tour, and various other booths and activities.

We are beginning to take registrations for the car show and
garage sales.

The Pedal to the Metal Car Show will be held at the Northwest
corner of Sterling Lake, beginning at 9:00 am. The registration fee is $15 and can
be sent, along with your name, address, description of car, and any special needs

to Main Street Sterling. The first 50 entries will receive dash plaques.

The city-wide garage sale will begin at 8:00 am. Interested community members

should send $5, along with your name. address, and a description of items to Main
Street Sterling also.

Registrations received by May 1st will be included on the garage sale locator map;
late registrations will not be listed.

Shay Building Receives IWW Grant

David Wilson, owner of the Shay Building at the
corner of Broadway and Monroe, has received a
$15,000 Incentives Without Walls (IWW)grant from
Kansas Main Street, a division of the Department of
Commerce. This funding will help with continued
preservation of this historic building. The project
consists of exterior rehabilitation including removal
of severely spalled and missing plaster, removal of
abandoned anchors and hangers from wall, prime
and paint the metal cornice and applying two coats
of elastomeric coating to all plaster surfaces.

IWW funds provide direct financial support to downtown businesses to stimulate
private investment. All projects must be matched with three times the amount
awarded.

Main Street Sterling is thrilled to be able to help out David, and is excited to see
the progress on this historic building.
